The joy of
working
studios

About a third of the
exhibitors at Bucks Art
Weeks are from working
studios — a set-up which
allows you to meet the
artist or maker in their own
practical working space —
a total contrast to seeing
their products in a staffed
gallery. You can view their
inspirations, trials and
experiments at various
stages of production; you
can see tools, equipment
and raw materials; and
quite often you can enjoy
demonstrations or have a
go yourself. This is a
behind-the-scenes look into
the creative world where
you can meet the creators
and hear their stories.

Gawcott North Bucks

Working studios are an opportunity to learn about
art, as well as appreciate it. Tlws (pronounced
‘Cloose’) Johnson is of Welsh descent and has been a
teacher for all of her working life. In her late 50s she
became a mature student and studied ceramics and
glass. Having been tutored by an established glass
caster, she set up her own workshop in the pretty
village of Gawcott, just south of Buckingham.
Almost 30 years later, she continues to run beginners
and advanced classes in kiln-formed glass. There is
quite a lot of mathematics and science involved in
casting. Fused glass is a little easier and for Bucks Art
Weeks there is an opportunity to ‘have a go’ at
making your own glass tile. You can learn about
colour, textures, and the changing properties of light.

Pitstone The Vale of Aylesbury

Cathy Timbrell is a retired scientist, and these days
her experimental work with jewellery is carried out
at Duck Barn Studios. Aylesbury Ducks were once
bred here, but following an award-winning barn
conversion it is now the perfect place to see where
inlaid vitreous enamels are kiln-fired and how
molten, reticulated, and fused silver jewellery is
created. Cathy also works with gold and precious
stones, and with enamelled copper bowls. This is
the perfect place to bring a family, to see
demonstrations of sgraffito, enamelling and
engraving, or to have a supervised play with some
of the techniques. It's also an opportunity to buy
locally, as much of Cathy’s work is in the Bircham
Gallery, Norfolk, and at venues overseas.

Chris Sims was once the lead singer in a band,
then, as a graphic designer, he created album
covers for the classical record company Chandos.
Now he is described as ‘one of the most important
abstract painters in Britain today’ with a technique
likened to the St Ives artist Peter Lanyon. You can
meet Chris in his working studio at the back of the
long garden of a Victorian terraced house in
Berkhampstead Road, surrounded by paintings,
prints, drawings, sketchbooks, and quirky
sculptures destined for galleries in London and the
Cotswolds. Chris has a dynamic, energetic
approach to his work, making instinctive marks in
oils, charcoal and pastels, leading the viewer on
an adventure. As such, working studios can
Great Missenden provide an emotive encounter that you're

Chilterns and the Thames VaIIey unlikely to experience with retail therapy!

Working studio visits are an adventure. Fin Orrom
Carr's pottery and sculpture garden is up a country
lane off the road towards the Prime Minister’s
house at Chequers. Rignall Lodge was once the
coach house for the neighbouring Arts & Crafts
home, and the wild garden full of summer flowers
is terraced with little paths and an old Gertrude
Jekyll designed water feature. All of Fin's ceramics
are hand-built from coils and slabs of clay, rather
than on a potter’s wheel, and are inspired by
natural textures, forms, and landscapes, then
finished with earthy glazes. Here at the studio you
can see the artist’s inspiration: dried flowers,
fossils, shells, and burred wood. In the garden
setting the weathered pots look as though they
have grown organically from their environment,
and could be as ancient as rocks or pebbles.
